	Lesson Objective/s: Students will be able to connect the theme of time seen throughout the novel to the scene in which Tara and Mr. Barris are talking. They will then be able to make predictions on how the competition will change after Tara has died and Celia knows that Marco is her opponent. 

	State Standard/s: CC Literature 11-12; 2: Determine two or more central ideas of a text and analyze their development over the course of the text, including how they interact and build on one another to provide a complex analysis

	Formative Assessment/s: Formative assessment will occur during the intro writing activity when students will be writing about how last night’s reading connected to the theme of time. It will also occur when groups are taking notes on predictions for the rest of the competition. 

	Summative Assessment/s: Summative assessment will occur when students are yelling “freeze” during the Reader’s Theater and stating the significance of that part of dialogue between Tara and Mr. Barris. Students should connect the conversation to the ongoing theme of time to demonstrate a mastery of analysis of themes development. Summative Assessment will also occur over the next few days of reading when students are either marking their predictions as right or wrong. This will show that students are keeping up with the reading and understanding the development of plot based on significant events.

Understanding Your Learners through contextual details   
(ELLs & ELD levels, IEP/IDP, 504, GATE, Gender, Ethnicity)

	This school is located in a diverse urban community. This particular English and Literature class is composed of 25 senior students, 3 of which are taking this class for the second time and are unmotivated to learn for intrinsic value. The demographics include 10 Caucasian students, 1 Native American student, 2 Indian Students, 5 Asian students, 5 Asian students, 3 African American students, and 4 Hispanic students. Their lexile scores range from a 6th grade to college reading level. There are 11 females and 14 males in the class. They are a chatty and active group that sometimes gets off task. However, they are generally respectful and are capable of more than they believe. There is one student with an IEP for ADHD who receives accommodations listed below and one student with an IEP for dyslexia who also receives accommodations listed below. There are also 3 English Language Learners in the class.

	Harriet
	Harriet has been diagnosed with ADHD. She has trouble concentrating in class and needs to move around or engage in some sort of activity regularly. Once we see a trigger behavior, like blinking/rubbing eyes repeatedly, fidgeting, zoning out, foot tapping, wringing hands, putting head down on desk, we have some go-to tasks that Harriet can complete to get out of her desk. We may send her to another classroom with a note for a teacher or the office, or pick up copies, or even just erase the board. We make sure not to put her next to a window or door, so that she is not easily distracted. She has preferential seating and an alternative testing environment with accommodations like extra time. We have a stress ball or a fidget if she is restless. She is not taking medication, so her disability is more apparent.

	Doug
	Doug has been diagnosed with dyslexia.   He is on the football team and is worried that his decline in school will affect his eligibility to play.  He can read but has trouble retaining the semantics of words and their relation to the bigger meaning of the text.  It’s possible that Doug is experiencing a memory deficit, but more likely, he’s struggling with decoding issues.   Because of his difficulty in school, he is experiencing trouble remaining motivated and has disengaged from class; his confidence has dwindled.  It’s clear that he isn’t experiencing any social deficits because he is able to express his emotions; he tells me how his schoolwork is making him feel and is able to advocate for himself in this way.  Research shows that students demonstrating problems in language skills have difficulty understanding how the sounds of speech are represented in letters, as well as, complications in developing sufficient vocabulary and language abilities to quickly connect what they read to their background knowledge. In order to improve Doug’s ability to retain definitions of vocabulary, we will practice key word activities.  Linking pictures with the parts of words will help to trigger his memory when he sees certain words.  I also plan to speak with his parents so that they can work with him at home as well.  I would also like to speak directly with Doug’s reading specialists so that we can all be on the same page in discovering the most effective route in improving his decoding skills.  In addition, providing Doug with a graphic organizer may help to improve his metacognition because it will assist him in listening for key information and to recognize relationships between concepts.  I will also present information in a variety of ways so that Doug and I will be able to determine what works best for him.

	Lesson Introduction

(connect & build background knowledge)
	Have students answer the Write, Pair, Share written on the board:

Write, Pair, Share: How did last night’s reading fit in with the theme of time? Give specific examples. Hint: look at “The Ticking of the Clock”.
When students are done writing independently, have them share with a partner.

After they have shared with a partner, as for volunteers to share with the class what they wrote and discussed. 
	10 min
	Students are independently writing to answer the prompt on the board. They are then pairing up to discuss what they wrote. After, they will volunteer to share what they wrong with the class.

	Direct Instruction


	Explain that two students will read the dialogue between Tara and Mr. Barris in “The Ticking of the Clock” aloud at the front of the classroom. Students may switch off throughout the chapter. 

Students in audience who are following along with their books will yell “freeze!” during the reader’s theater if they see anything significant, important, or if they do not understand something. 
	15 min
	Students are reading silently with books and following along or volunteering to perform the reading in front of class. Audience is yelling “freeze” and explaining anything they see that is important to the book. 
	
	
	

	Guided Practice


	After Reader’s Theater, class will hold discussion based on this question: How does this dialogue fit into the theme of time throughout the novel? (formative assessment through observation and question-answering)
	5 min
	Students are volunteering to participate or taking notes. 
	
	
	

	Independent Practice
	Students will then get into groups of their choice (2-4 students) and discuss “The Magician’s Umbrella” chapter. 
1. They should make at least 5 predictions about how the competition will change now that Celia knows the identity of her opponent. 
2. The group should write them down on a sheet of paper. 
3. As they continue reading throughout the week, they should reference these notes, putting stars next to predictions that came true, and minuses next to ones that did not. 


	10 min
	Students should be actively participating in group, each member of group coming up with at least one prediction (need total of 5). They should then actively reference these predictions throughout week, evaluating their correctness. 
	
	
	

	Extended Practice
	Exit Activity:
Students should get with a partner and go over the 6 vocab words discussed on Monday. They should practice forming sentences using those words, because that will be part of the quiz/ exercise the next day. 

	10 min
	Students should be creating sentences using the 6 vocab words. They should be writing them down to study for the quiz the next day. They need to be related to the book but CANNOT be the same ones or close to the same ones in the novel. 
	
	
	 

	Lesson Closing
	1. Remind students to study for Vocab quiz

2. Remind students to read chapters “Cartomancy” – “Temporary Places”

	LEVELS OF STUDENT OUTCOMES

	 All
	All students will actively engage in the Reader’s Theater activity by either acting or analyzing aloud in the audience. All students will then make at least one prediction by themselves about how the competition will change in the coming chapters now that Celia knows who here opponent is. 

	Some
	Some students will be more open about telling the actors to “freeze” and analyzing the conversation by themselves. Some students will simply write down their thoughts during the activity discuss after if they feel too shy. Some will be able to connect it to the theme of time, while others will only understand the surface of what the conversation is saying. In addition, some students will come up with more than one prediction for the following chapters concerning the competition. 

	Few
	Doug will be one of the students in the audience listening and verbally analyzing the conversation. He will then verbally say his prediction, and someone else in the group can write it down. Harriet will be one of the students acting in the Reader’s theater to keep her engaged and active. 
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
